I. Stones  
 

The country of Israel is covered with mountains, hills, boulders, rocks, stones, 
pebbles and sand.

II. Stones of Remembrance

III. Stones of Remembrance Speak

time his faith in the Lord (the LORD will be my God), and (f) promising to 
tithe.”
