The following is the proposal that the church voted on and approved regarding a new 
contemporary service. This is a big undertaking in our church and we covet your prayers for 
every aspect of this new ministry. 
 

To:  Church Members of First Baptist Church 
From:   Steering Committee 
Subject:  Starting a New Worship Service 
 

Background: On Wednesday, February 11, 2009 the Deacons made a recommendation to 
the church that a committee be elected to explore the possibility of starting a new worship 
service. The following church members were elected to serve on what was called A Steering 
Committee: Charles Bullock, Porter Kennington, Bronson Summers, Mason Collins, Dwain 
Spivey, Elizabeth Boulineau, Gerald Smith, Dixie Kinser (resigned), Lisa Bell, H. G. Worley, 
Jr., Debra Hulett, Gary Savage, Sona McIntyre, and Mylissa Bellamy. 
 

On March 18, 2009 The Deacons and Steering Committee met jointly with Mr. Mark Powers, 
Director of the Worship and Music Office with the South Carolina Baptist Convention. Mark 
has been an invaluable resource and we are grateful for his help. 
 

The first of ten Steering Committee meetings was held on April 22, 2009. We spent time 
getting to know each other and talking about the book, How to Start a New Worship Service.  
We also received and studied an extensive demographic report about the population of our 
area.  During ensuing meetings we decided that we would look at some other churches in our 
area that had started new services. We also decided to take a survey of our church, the CDC 
and Upward Basketball/Cheerleading families. Again, Mark helped us prepare the surveys. 
 

When the surveys were completed, Mark returned and helped us interpret the information we 
had received. He made four very important observations: 1) 75% of the church survey 
respondents were 50 and older. This shows a need to reach younger people. 2) 90% of the 
church respondents were positive to start a new service in spite of the older age. 3) 83% of 
Child Development Center respondents said they might attend a new service. 4) There is a 
positive response to the present worship services. The high rate of satisfaction means there 
will be good support for another service. 
 

In light of the survey results, the Committee feels that our target audience should be the Baby 
Busters-those born between 1965 and 1978. 
 

In light of our research and feeling led by the Holy Spirit, the Committee makes the following 
recommendation: 
 

1. That our church begins a new contemporary worship service 
2. That the service be held in the Family Life Center 
3. That the service be held on Sunday morning from 9:45-10:45 
4. That the tentative start-up date be February 1, 2010 
5. That the church employ a worship leader 
6. That the projected first year cost would be around $50-$60,000 which would include things 

such as: salary, staging, sound, computer, electronics, projector, screen, etc.
