 In RAs this year we are doing the World Hunger Relief.

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It doesn’t seem like almost a year has gone by in our Girls in Action 
group. But what a year it has been! We have had 11 different girls who 
have attended at least one meeting. The average attendance is six to 
eight girls each Wednesday.
