days improving our quilting skills by 
learning new sewing techniques. 
     In June we took one day away from 
production to learn a technique called 
ñMile a Minuteò which creates totally 
unique quilts with no two alike, but the best 

part is we use scraps so nothing is wasted. 
 July found us making pillow cases one day, a skill we are 
using right now for personal gifts but donôt be surprised if you hear of 
us donating some to a needy program later.  We also delivered 30 lap 
quilts to the Cancer Center in Myrtle Beach for people having to go 
through chemo treatments. 
 We were so happy to see a small article in the North Myrtle 
Beach newspaper regarding our ministry.  We have made a nice 
contact at the center so they will let us know when they need more. 
 In August we spent a day learning machine appliqué while 
making some adorable fish blocks that will be made into childrenôs lap 
quilts. 
 When you come to the Heavenly Treasures Yard Sale Sept 10 
and 11 you will see the quilts we created for donation to go to the silent 
auction. We have one created from vintage (circa 1950) quilt blocks, a 
wall hanging of iris and butterflies, and a cheerful colorful lap quilt to 
bring joy to a loved one.

Yep! Tropical, after all they are from the south sort of, ñSouth Poleò. 
Make sure to take a look and, of course, bid on them.

Who was Janie Chapman? 
 

In 1902, Janie Weston Chapman was elected the first president of Woman's 
Missionary Union, Auxiliary to South Carolina Baptist  Convention. She was the 

wife of a prominent upstate pastor, J.D. Chapman. In 1937, WMU's state 
missions offering was named "The Mrs. J.D. Chapman Offering for State 
Interests" to honor Mrs. Chapman's strong missions leadership. In 1985, 
the name was changed to the "Janie Chapman Offering." The 

permanent logo of South Carolina Woman's Missionary Union's Janie 
Chapman Offering for State Missions, Missions Education and Empowering 
Kingdom Growth appropriately combines symbols of WMU and South Carolina. 
The torch which gives the logo its defining focus was taken from the permanent 
insignia of Womanôs Missionary Union where it symbolizes the taking of Christ, 
the light of the world, to the world. Placed within the outline of South Carolina, it 
symbolizes the task of all South Carolina Baptists to take that same light to 
South Carolina. The double fish head, which provides a shield upon which the 
torch and the state are placed, also comes from the WMU insignia. Early 
Christians used this sign to assure fellow believers that they were followers of 
Jesus Christ ,Son of God, Savior (the first letters of which in Greek form the 
word fish).
