Childhood Program

 Our CD has all the qualities of a good early childhood program. It has not 

happened overnightðit has taken years of dedication to achieve our status. I am 

giving credit where the credit is dueðto our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. With 

Him, not is impossible! 

 First of all, a center should be centrally located for parents and have hours 

that suit their needs. Classrooms should be bright and cheery with ample 

amounts of toys and supplies. In younger classrooms there should be duplicates 

of toys to ease in the sharing process. In older 

classrooms, the room should be set up with 

individual learning centers such as house 

keeping, dramatic play, science, math, library, 

arts and crafts, music and movement, etc. 

Curriculum used in the classroom should be 

developmentally appropriate and accredited by 

the National Association for the Education of Young Children (NAEYC) or by one 

of three SC state approved curriculums, the Creative Curriculum, Montessori, or 

High Scope. Choosing a program that is diverse gives the child a chance to be a 

child and is vital to their development of good self-esteem. Discipline should be 

loving and positive. Outdoor playgrounds should provide additional learning 

experiences. They should be separated into age appropriate areas if possible. 

They should have several different ground covers. They should also have a 

variety of activity stations. 

 One other aspect of a quality center is the centers website. A center with a 

good website, shows they value communication with the parents and are 

keeping up with their times. 

 Last, but certainly not least, the qualifications of the staff. Some of our staff 

have four year degrees in education, some have two year degrees, some one 

year early childhood credentials. The state also required 15 hours continuing 

education for teachers, 20 for directors (yearly). Years of experience is also an 

important factor in working with children as well as the teachers personalities 

and friendliness. Ultimately our goal at the CDC is to provide a Christian 

environment full of opportunities for learning.
