Season of International Missions 
 

Who is Lottie Moon? Born into privilege on a Virginia plantation, Charlotte Digges Moon 
was a smart, forceful woman who could have achieved most any goal. But 
Godôs call focused Lottieôs life on sharing Christôs love with Chinaôs lost 
masses. For 37 years she endured hardship and danger in a land 
oppressed by famine, disease and war. In the end, she loved the Chinese 
people more than life itself, giving her own food to starving neighbors ï 
eventually dying of starvation herself. 

 

Why is Southern Baptistsô international missions offering named for this 
early missionary? Throughout her career, Lottie wrote numerous letters home urging 
Southern Baptists to greater missions involvement and support. One of those letters, 
excerpted below, triggered Southern Baptistsô first offering for international missions in 
1888 ï enough to send three more missionaries to China. 

 

ñHow many there are é who imagine that because Jesus paid it all, they need pay 
nothing, forgetting that the prime object of their salvation was that they should follow in 
the footsteps of Jesus Christ in bringing back a lost world to God.ò Lottie Moon, 
Tengchow, China, Sept. 15, 1887 
 

Lottie Moon Christmas Offering® 
Every penny given to Lottie Moon is used to support Southern Baptist missionaries as 
they share the Gospel overseas. The offering represents 55 percent of the International 
Mission Boardôs total income.

Cooperative Program 
Thirty-two percent of the IMBôs income is received from the Southern Baptist 
Conventionôs Cooperative Program. Each state convention gives between 13 percent and 
55 percent of its CP collection to the SBC. The SBC gives 50 percent of that amount to 
the IMB and 50 percent to other SBC entities, including the North American Mission 
Board. 
 

Other income 
Southern Baptistsô gifts to the IMBôs World Hunger and General Relief ministries comprise 
2% of the IMBôs income. Field-generated funds, investment returns and other income 
constitute the remaining 11%.

Christmas Packets for Prisoners 
 

 It has become one of the most far-reaching and comprehensive mission 
projects across the state and churches are again being asked to contribute 
packets of supplies to be distributed to inmates in the stateôs correctional sys-
tem.  The goal for this year is 24,000 packetsðone for every inmate in 
South Carolina. Many men, women and youth have no one who cares for them. 
They have no visitors nor do they receive gifts at Christmas.  Christmas can be 
made special for them through this ministry. You can provide hope and love. 
 

Why so particular about what goes in the packet? 
 

¶ The Department of Corrections decides what goes in each packet. 

¶ All packets must contain the same items, quantity and sizes to prevent con-
flicts among inmates. Larger sizes are acceptable. 

¶ Extra items are removed in order to keep packets the same. 
 

 The packets are given to the inmates by the chaplains with the help of 
volunteers. The list for this yearôs packets is: (no substitutions allowed). 
 

One blue or black non-retractable pen (no wire clip) 
One 6.0 oz. or larger toothpaste 
One adult factory-sealed toothbrush 
One 4-6 oz. bar of soap 
One 50 to 100 page 5 1/2 x 8 or larger writing tablet, 100 page maximum 

(no wire bound) 
Five first class stamp-embossed #10 envelopes (purchased at the U.S. 

Post Office) 
Two rolls of candy (Lifesavers, Mentos, etc.) 
 

 Place all items in a gallon re-sealable zip lock bag. Please do not add any 
additional items. Larger sizes can be substituted.
